Âncora:

Todas as aves que 
você já viu na vida são, na verdade, drones criados pelo governo para nos vigiar… inclusive enquanto 
você come pastel na feira.”

Cena 2 – “Relatos da População” (VT)

“Um pombo ficou me olhando fixo por 15 minutos. Era claramente uma câmera com Wi-Fi! Eu 
senti que ele sabia do meu colesterol.”

· Kleber, 32 anos:
“Matei uma galinha no sítio e achei um chip da Nokia dentro. Era prova demais. O problema é 
que a galinha continuou funcionando sem sinal.”

· Rapaz aleatório:
“Eu vi uma arara-azul travando durante uma atualização do Windows 10. Desde então, só consigo 
confiar em calopsita.”

Cena 3 – “Fatos” Científicos
Âncora:

· “Os fios de energia nas ruas não são para eletricidade. São pontos de recarga das baterias das 
aves.”

· “Beija-flores não batem as asas rápido. Eles funcionam em modo turbo 5G.”

· “E a pandemia? Foi apenas uma desculpa para recarregar os pássaros-drones durante a 
quarentena.”

Cena 4 – Pergunta Filosófica
Âncora:
“Se os pássaros são drones… a cagadinha que eles deixam no seu carro… é apenas um ataque de 
espionagem direcionado?”

Fechamento
Âncora:
“Essas foram as principais demências de hoje. Voltamos a qualquer momento com novas revelações que 
ninguém pediu e que ninguém precisa. Até lá, cuidado com os pombos. Eles sabem onde você mora.”













THE REAL THEORY

Birds Aren't Real, satire, and internet conspiracy culture

The “Birds Aren't Real” movement began as an internet satire project created by 
Peter McIndoe in 2017. The idea behind the movement is intentionally absurd: it 
claims that birds do not exist and were supposedly replaced by surveillance drones 
controlled by the government.

According to the fictional theory, real birds were allegedly eliminated decades ago 
and substituted with robotic replicas designed for mass surveillance, population 
monitoring, and data collection.

Supporters of the joke theory often describe:

· pigeons as urban spy drones;

· electrical wires as charging stations;

· bird sounds as audio recording systems;

· and bird migrations as “firmware updates.”

Despite the humorous nature of the movement, many people online initially 
believed the conspiracy was real due to the realistic presentation style, fake 
documents, edited photographs, and mock investigations shared on social media.

In reality, there is no scientific evidence supporting the idea that birds are 
surveillance machines or government drones.

The project was originally created as a parody of modern conspiracy culture and 
internet misinformation. Its creators intentionally exaggerated conspiracy logic to 
demonstrate how easily absurd ideas can spread online when presented with 
confidence and dramatic “evidence.”

Scientists explain bird behavior through biology, evolution, migration patterns, 
communication systems, and environmental adaptation — not artificial intelligence 
or hidden surveillance programs.

Even so, the theory became extremely popular online because of:

· memes;

· satirical videos;

· internet communities;

· fake investigations;

· and the entertaining absurdity of the concept itself.

Today, “Birds Aren't Real” is widely recognized as one of the internet's most famous 
satirical conspiracy movements.

And probably the only one capable of making people suspicious of pigeons sitting 
near Wi-Fi antennas.

FINAL NOTE

Reality is usually less dramatic than conspiracy theories.

But considerably more stable than a government-controlled pigeon network.
